Entry Rules

· The Festival is organised by Palantir Visual Anthropological Film Foundation, which is a non-profit organisation.

· European productions made between 2006 and 2008 may be entered (from EU member states and Albania, Andorra, Belarus, Bosnia-Herzegovina, Croatia, Iceland, Liechtenstein, Macedonia, Moldova, Monaco, Montenegro, Norway, Russia, San Marino, Serbia, Switzerland, Turkey, Ukraine, and the Vatican City). Candiates may enter more than one film, but a separate entry form is required for each film submitted. 

Entries can be submitted for one of the following categories:

Documentary Flm Competition

Student Film Competition

In order for submissions to be considered, all candidates must submit the following:

1. Please post a completed and signed entry form to: Plantír Film Visual Anthropological Foundation, 1163 Budapest, Katóka u. 46, Hungary
2. As well as, one English or Hungarian language copy of the film in one of the following formats: DVD-R, DV or DVCAM to the address above

3. In addition, please send an electronic copy of the completed application form to: info@dialektusfesztival.hu
4. 1-2 portrait photographs of the director (via email)

5. 2-3 film stills (via email)

6. All non-Hungarian language films must be submitted with an English dialogue list, in addition to the Engliah language copy of the film. (via email)

If, a Hungarian language film is selected by the Pre-selection Committee for either competition category, the candidate must also provide an English language copy of the film or a written script in English. Failure to do so, will mean that we will be unable to screen the film as part of the competition.

For Student Film submissions; the director must have been a student at the time the film was produced.

Entry deadline: 17TH  October, 2008 (date of postmark).

Unfortunately, any entries received after this date cannot be accepted.
· A Pre-selection Comittee will place entries in one of the following categories:

“Human Stories” (European documentary)

“Deep Description” (European  anthropological film)

“Student-work” (European student film)

“Hungarian Reality” (Hungarian documentary)

The Festival organisers reserve the right to add further competitive or non-competitive film categories in addition to those stated above. However, only the Pre-selection Committee has the right to decide which of the submitted films will be entered in the competition. The non-competitive film programmes will be chosen by the Festival organisers from the submitted films and elsewhere.

· The deadline for the receipt of screening copies of the selected films is 10 February, 2009. We are unable to cover the cost of postage, delivery company fees, customs duties or any other costs incurred as a result of processing by customs. If the screening copies do not arrive by the above deadline, the organisers reserve the right to withdraw the film(s) from the programme or screen the film(s) using the preview copy. The acceptable formats for the screening copies are: DVD, DVCam, DV, Beta SP, 35 mm.The Festival organisers will return all screening copies at their own expense.

· Under no circumstances will the Festival pay a rental fee in order to screen any of the films which are submitted. During the Festival films will be screened for the public, up to four times. All submitted and invited films will be made available for viewing in the video library at the festival venue.

· An international judge will make the final selection of the competition winners. The Festival will award comendations and/or prize money based on the judge’s decision.
· The Festival will host one member of the production team of each film that is screened at the Festival and cover the cost of his or her food and accomodation for the duration of their stay. The Festival will try to give financial assistance for travel expenses where possible.

· The Palantír Film Foundation will not return films submitted but will place them in it’s collection and make them available to individual viewers in the DocuArt Video Library which can be accessed free of charge. The Foundation will make extra copies of the films in case of loss or damage.

The Foundation will add the information submitted in this document to it’s online database. In addition to the film stills, photographs of the director and a short video clip. The video clip will be up to three minutes (but no longer than 10% of the fim). The information submitted in this document may also be used in the Festival catalogue. The Foundation may also use the video clips and film stills to promote the Festival.

The films submitted to the Festival may be included in the Travelling Dialektus Festival, a mini-festival which screens a selection of films from previous years at Dialektus. The Travelling Festival will tour Hungary and abroad; the Festival will inform entrants if their films are chosen for The Travelling Festival.
